The post-party and dinner will begin between 6:30pm and 7:15pm depending on the speed of play. RAFFLE TICKETS

MULLIGANS 

Mulligans will be available for purchase at the registration table. The cost is 2 for $5 or $20 per 4-some (maximum of 2 per person). The course only allows 2 mulligans per player in order to maintain a fast speed of play. We do have a full field of players again this year, and you MUST abide by this mulligan policy!!!

ADDITIONAL T-SHIRTS

If you ordered additional t-shirts on your Team Entry Form, you will be able to pay for and pick them up the day of the tournament. Please remember to bring $10 for every additional t-shirt you ordered. We will have a few extras on hand to purchase the day of the event.
ATTIRE & EQUIPMENT 

All players are expected to wear appropriate golf attire. Shoes and shirts are to be worn at all times. Each player must have his or her own set of golf clubs. Prairie Highlands has a limited supply of rental clubs. Prairie Highlands is also a non-metal spike facility.

NON-METAL SPIKES 

Metal spikes are prohibited.  As a courtesy to our golfers, Prairie Highlands does offer a metal to non-metal spike change over at a reasonable charge.  

DAMAGE

In the event of damage to the course or any of Prairie Highland’s property, you and/or your team will personally will be liable for any and all damages. Every effort will be made by Prairie Highlands’ staff to assist in determining the responsible party.  It is important to drive the golf cars responsibly. Warnings will be issued to offending golfers. The charges for all damage will include but not be limited to: parts and labor to restore the damaged property/and or replacement costs.

GOLF CAR RENTAL AGREEMENT 

Each person who plays in this year’s Cy-Hawk Open will also sign a Golf Car Rental Agreement/Damages Waiver. As noted above, liability for any damages to the course or any of Prairie Highland’s property, will be the responsibility of you and your teammates. Please use precaution in operating their cars during the tournament, and avoid negligent or reckless use or operation of the golf cars. Please note, any person not of legal driving status is unable to operate a golf car at Prairie Highlands golf course. If you have a under age driver on your team, responsibility will fall back onto your team’s captain. 

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES 

State of Kansas law prohibits the bringing of alcohol on to Prairie Highlands’ premises. All such alcohol will be confiscated.

INTOXICATION

Every attempt will be taken to ensure intoxicated individuals are not damaging our golf course, property, and themselves. Intoxication or abuse of the golf cars, golf course, or property will result in the immediate loss of golf car usage. In the event of continued abuse or abuse that is deemed excessive by Prairie Highlands’ Player Assistants or Management Staff, the individual(s) will be immediately escorted off the premises. An attempt to contact the tournament coordinator will be made if time warrants. In certain instances it may be necessary to contact the proper authorities to remove someone from the premises. In no case will a refund or rain check be issued to the individual(s) being removed from the course.

Speed of Play

Prairie Highlands recognizes the importance of a comfortable pace of play during your outing. In recognition of speed of play and the skill level of golfers playing in your outing, Prairie Highlands Golf Course has established the following rule: Any group deemed excessively slow and who is affecting the speed of play of others behind them will be requested by the Player Assistants to advance a hole.
